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11. The amount that you bid must be in the units specified in the Lot information either as a 
lump sum, a price per m3 underbark, a price per m3 overbark or a price per tonne.  All bids shall 
be exclusive of Value Added Tax, which shall be added to the accepted bid price of each lot at 
the appropriate rate. 
 
 
12. If You wish to bid on several lots but do not want to purchase more than a given quantity, 
then your overall ‘volume limit’ for the tender event must be entered in the field (box) provided for 
this purpose in eSales.
